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Differentiated Course Offerings 
 
CMS offers differentiated courses which allow us to provide different students with different 

avenues to learning. We understand that students differ in the way they acquire content, process, 
construct, and make sense of ideas. Differentiated courses allow us to consider the various learning needs 
of our students, and provide them with grade-level curriculum in a format that best suits them. Our 
courses are differentiated into four types of classes: General Education Courses, Remedial Courses, High 
Ability A&E Courses, and Special Education Courses. Our General Education Courses will be comprised of 
60-70% of our students that are traditional learners. Corrective Courses will be comprised of 10-15% of 
our students that require more intense instruction to master content standards. High Ability A&E Courses 
are comprised of 10-15% of our student population that are identified as gifted and talented. Special 
Education Courses are comprised of 5-10% of our students that have been formally tested an identified 
into our Special Education Program and require the most intense instruction to master content 
standards.  

Students are placed in the differentiated courses based on Data (ISTEP+ scores, Acuity 
scores, Grades, Work Samples), Professional Opinion, and Student Characteristics.  Please see the 
Placement Guidelines and Scheduling Process for more information.

Entrance into the CMS A&E program will be reviewed by the CMS A&E Committee. The committee will review Data, Professional 
Opinions, and Student Characteristics as outlined below. The procedures for entering and exiting the program are outlined below. If a 
student qualifies for the ELA A&E course, he or she will be registered for both ELA A&E and for the Social Studies A&E course. If a 

student qualifies for the Math A&E course, he or she will be registered for both Math A&E and for the Science A&E course. A student 
will only be considered for Social Studies A&E in combination with qualification into the ELA A&E. A student will only be considered for 

Science A&E in combination with qualification into Math A&E.

New Student Entry into the C MS A&E Program  

¶ Educators and or Parents can recommend students for A&E courses. The CMS A&E Committee will complete a review of the 
student, using the considerations above, and make a determination.  

¶ 6th grade students being considered for Math A&E for the first time will be entered into the 6th Grade Step Up math course.  

Exit out of the A&E Program  

¶  The A&E Committee will complete a re-evaluation at the end of each academic school year to determine students continued 
eligibility in the program.  

¶ During an academic school year educators and or parents can recommend that a student be considered to exit an A&E 
course. If a student is being considered to exit a course, the committee will take the following steps:  

1. Referral to the CMS A&E Committee for Review. 
2. Committee Review of the student. 
3. Academic Guidance Counseling & Social Emotional Guidance Counseling if needed.   
4. Probationary Status Implemented for 4 ½ weeks 
5. Probationary Status Review 
6. Exit Decision  

¶ A review of student grades and progress in the program will take place at the midterm and at the end of the 9 weeks by the 
Academic Guidance Counselor, unless initiated sooner.  

¶ At the nine week review grade percentages of 82% or lower will enter into a probationary status. 

¶ At the nine week review grade percentages of 79% or lower is an automatic review for exiting the program.  

¶ If a student does not meet the requirements for the ELA A&E course, he or she will be rescheduled into grade level ELA and 
SS courses.   

¶ If a student does not meet the requirements for the MA A&E course, he or she will be rescheduled into grade level MA and 
SCI courses.   
If a student is exited from an A&E course, parents, educators, or the student may request to be re-entered into the program 
when necessary improvements have been made. This referral will follow the new student entry guidelines.

A student must be formally identified into the Special Education Program to receive Special 
Education Services. Students will be placed in Special Education Courses based on their 

Individualized Education Plan, as agreed upon at their Case Conference.  

Sp ecial Education Services  

¶ Consultation Services: Consultation services are communication between the Special and General 
Education Staff members to ensure a student’s success in the General Education Curriculum.  

¶ Inclusion/ Co-Teaching Courses: In an Inclusion/Co-Teaching model special education students are 
integrated into a general education classroom where a General and Special Education teacher co-
plan, co-teach, and co-assess the course.  

¶ Self-Contained Courses: Self-contained courses in Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies 
will be provided. These courses are taught by a Special Education Teacher and have a smaller class 

size.

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RTI (Response to Intervention) 
 

Crawfordsville Middle School believes in providing the highest quality of education for every student.  To meet this goal, 

we have adopted a three-tiered approach to instruction.  This process, known nationally as Response to Intervention 

(RtI),  gained attention when federal law established the three-tiered approach to identify and provide early intervention to 

struggling students.  Each tier provides additional support beyond the core curriculum.  Tier 3 is a high intensity 

intervention, Tier 2 is a moderate intensity intervention and Tier 1 is low intensity, monitored in the classroom.  Students 

needing supplemental instruction/intervention will be monitored frequently to ensure they meet grade level expectations.   

Parents, teachers, administrators, and counselors can complete an RTI Referral for a student that is struggling 

academically or behaviorally. The RTI Committee completes a review of the studentôs recent assessment and/or 

behavioral data, and based on that information, assigns appropriate interventions to help the student. After an identified 

period of time, the committee will review the studentôs progress and will either continue, discontinue or change the 

studentôs intervention.  

Academic intervention services are provided, because the student is at risk of not achieving Indiana State Academic 

Standards.  The intervention services will be provided during the school day and at times before or after school.  The RTI 

services will continue during the current school year until the student demonstrates sufficient achievement on an 

appropriate assessment/evaluation.  Continued eligibility for RTI services are based on assessment/evaluation results as 

outlined in the school CMS RTI Plan.  Parent notification will be sent when a child meets and/or exceeds district and/or 

Indiana Academic performance expectations. Parents and/or Guardians will be notified of the RTI referral and the 

interventions in place to help their student. If you wish to review the CMS RTI Plan, would like a referral form, or have 

questions about RTI, please direct them to Mrs. Brittany Cooper, the Academic Guidance Counselor.  
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Grading System 
 

Grades 
Report cards will be issued four times during the school year at the end of each nine 

weeks grading period. Progress reports will be provided to each student four and one-half 
weeks into each nine-week grading period. These reports are designed to inform parents 
of their student’s progress or lack of progress and allow time for any needed adjustments 
before the grading period ends. Parents can also access their child’s grades by logging into

Honor Roll 
The honor roll at CMS is divided into two categories- those students receiving all 

“A’s” (High Honor Roll) and those with “A’s” and “B’s” (Regular Honor Roll). All classes 
taken apply toward honor roll eligibility. The high honor roll and regular honor roll will be 

computed at the end of the nine-weeks based on grades received during that grading 
period. A student will have four opportunities during the school year to be on the honor 

roll. 
 
 

Student Promotion, Remediation, and Retention 
CMS’s vision is to have each student achieve academic success. Throughout the 

school year, teachers, administrators, counselors, and other staff work with students and 
parents to help students succeed. Unfortunately, each year some students do not achieve 

at acceptable levels. Student retention will be considered each year based on the 
collaboration of administrators, counselors, teachers, and parents. Several factors will be 

utilized in determining whether or not a student should be retained, such as passing 
grades in classes, ISTEP+ results, ACUITY results, and attendance. Each case of possible 

retention will be considered on an individual basis with decisions being made that are in 
the best interest of the student.

ACUITY 

The purpose of Acuity assessments is to provide predictive measures for grade 3-8 students in 
English/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, as well as students enrolled in Algebra 1. 
Assessment reports provide standards aligned performance data, which support an educator’s ability to 
inform instruction at the student, class, school, and corporation level. There are multiple types of 
assessments, which can be assigned on or off grade level, available in the online Acuity assessment 
system, including Predictive, Diagnostic, and Curriculum Map Aligned. Additionally, there are multiple 
learning activities, such as student report data reviews, item reviews and distractor analysis, ELA and 
Math instructional resources, custom test builder assessments, and performance tasks which can be sued 
to help guide future instruction, improve student achievement, and support the formative assessment 
process. Students in the Special Education, ESL, or students with a Section 504 Plan may qualify for accommodations.
